ADVANCING MIDDLE SCHOOL STUDENTS TO

HIGH SCHOOL ART 

(Examples of) SKETCHBOOK REQUIREMENTS

Students presenting sketchbooks as part of their portfolio should have many of the following present for review:

• An assignment demonstrating the analysis of line, variations and creativity with line.

• Blind and modified contour drawings

• Value scales- pencil shading, pen and ink, paint (in black & white or color) 

• Control of values, shading and use of contrast

• Color wheel- in various painted or color media

• Examples of color theories- complementary, warm, cool, analogous and monochromatic

• Examples of color experimentation

• Creating or recreating textures in assignments

• Demonstrate the understanding of direct observation drawings such as, portrait/ self portrait, landscape, and still life.

• Assignments and personal drawings using problem solving and their imagination

• Understanding of design through layout, good composition principles or thumbnail sketches.

• Understanding of positive and negative space.
